January 2010 Rider Education Article

In the January, 2010 - Motorcycle Consumer News there’s a great article on how to properly change and
refresh the coolant in your motorcycle. There is a new product, the uView 550000, which is made in
Canada and does a super job (according to the article) removing and replacing your radiator coolant with
a lot less fuss and muss than the old fashioned way. The kit sells on line for around 100 bucks (list is
$186.43). You can go to www.uview.com to check it out. If you're interested in doing your own work this
item might just help make your life a little easier.

I've always tried to do my own oil changes, water, grease etc, etc. It's not only about the money,

although that’s a part of it, but mostly it's about safety and making sure that something is done in the best
way to keep myself and my wife safe when on the road. When you're out sitting on your bike this winter
going Vroom, Vroom, Vroom, (come on we all know you do it), take a couple minutes to look around the
bike to see if anything is leaking. Check the tread of the tires. Actually sit down on the floor behind the
rear and front wheel and rotate them checking for cracks, punctures, wire, nails, screws or other
problems

Take a while and clean your motorcycle good. Not just so it looks pretty when you're riding down the
street (although that’s nice) but do it so you have a chance to check out all those millions of little screws
to see if they’re tight and not loose and about to fall out. Something as little as a % inch long screw that
falls out at the wrong time could turn a beautiful spring ride into a mishap requiring a very long
recuperation. Check out the screw threads and make sure they’re not stripped and that they haven’'t worn
an ellipse in something that's supposed to be a round hole for a proper fit. Check out your frame and the
spring on your center and side stands etc. When was the last time you actually looked at the spring that
holds your center stand in place? What do you think would happen if it broke or came loose while you
were riding the bike?

Think outside the box; don’t just do the easy stuff. Take the time to do a really good job making sure that
everything is where it's supposed to be and doing what it's supposed to do. Your wife depends on you as
the rider to do a good job while you're on the road. That includes upkeep on your ride, remember your
wife and your life may depend on it. Ride Safely.
