"Bling, Glitter and Bragging Rights"

Sitting here at my computer and thinking about my article for the January Newsletter was 
drawing a blank. !What to write about that would be of interest to Chapter G members. !Then I thought about 
the Riders Education slogan: !Safety Is For Life, our mission: !To Save Lives Through Quality, World Class 
Education! !Great words to think about and live our lives following this code. !

However, I was working on some Rider Education awards "Bling" and said how about giving out some 
information to those Chapter G members who for what ever reason, may not want to get involved in the 
Levels program. !Well the rest of this article is for you.

There are two separate mileage programs available through our Rider Education program. !Safe Miles are 
miles driven since joining GWRRA. ! This how ever requires you to commit to Level I ! ( "Safety by 
Commitment) and have 5,000 miles logged with no reported accidents.

Now for those of you riders that don't want to partake in the Levels program. !The High Mileage Program is 
separate from and not a part of the Rider Education Levels Program. !Please note that this in the hands of 
your Rider Educator (Me), so be nice. !This is a way for you to add some "Bling", Glitter to your vest and show 
the miles you've ridden on all the motorcycles in your lifetime. ! That's right the mileage includes all miles 
ridden an any brand of motorcycle, both prior to and after you've joined GWRRA as a member. !Accidents do 
not affect these miles.

I have the the forms if you'd like to partake in the High Mileage Program. !The minimum requirement is to 
have logged at least 50,000 miles. !The cost to you to add some Bling is $5.00 for the Þrst 50,000 miles which 
includes the head pin and Þrst hanger bar. !Additional Mileage Bars are available thereafter in 50,000 mile 
increments as additional miles are accumulated. I.E. 50,000, 100,000, 150,000 and so on.

When I'm at an event where vests are usually worn, I do look at the various vests, patches, pins and Bling 
that are on them. ! It shows the pride and commitment to our great organization. ! It may even strike up a 
conversation regarding that patch or pin. ! I remember an article I read in an adult Scouter magazine and why 
people didn't want to wear the awards, pins or patches they have received over !the many years involved in 
the Scouting Program? !Wear them as a Badge of Honor, you've earned them. !Don't be afraid to show them 
off and hold your head high, you've done your job.

I stand by the Rider Education program and will continue to provide our Chapter with the Building Blocks for 
our members to progress through the Levels program gaining skills and building their conÞdence along the 
way. !That was my commitment when I took on this position a year ago and will do my best to make us all 
safer and better riders and co-riders within Chapter G, the BEST Chapter in the State of Michigan.
